Dear Congregation:

When pastors get together for a little fellowship over a hot cup of
coffee, the conversation always includes the question, “What’'cha
preachin’ on?” It's not that we are looking for new sermon
material; we just have a curiosity as to what our colleagues feel is
important to preach on at this time. Funniest thing, most of the
guys I've talked to recently (including a couple I've caught on
radio broadcasts) are preaching on some part of the Sermon on
the Mount. Then last Sunday Charles Ware stepped up to the
pulpit and said, “Turn to Matthew 5. | believe the beatitudes are a
much-needed message today.” You may have seen me smile -
now you know it was not just because | am also preaching on the
same passage!

As pastors, there is a general consternation over so many
professing Christians who have been to thousands of Bible
studies and church services, and yet do not translate the
scriptures into personal practice. Historian Edward Gibbon lists
five primary reasons why the early church grew so rapidly in the
midst of the most unfavorable conditions and in the face of an
indifferent or hostile world. One of those reasons was that the
people of the early church had a “purer morality” than the world
around them. Randy Alcorn says, “If we do not reclaim this lost
ground, today’s church and its leadership are destined to spiritual
impotence. Why? Because an unholy world will never be won to
Christ by an unholy church.”

Which takes us back to the Sermon on the Mount. For sure,
Jesus addresses some gritty sins in Matthew 5-7. His words
about those sins are blunt. They need little delineation.

My emphasis will be corrective in nature. What we lack, and need
desperately, are clear preventative measures. Let’s figure out
how to put the brakes on before the train wrecks. It's easier than
picking up the broken pieces and trying to weld them back
together so they can be used again.
