Dear Congregation: 
 

Divorce is an unpleasant subject, but Jesus Christ did speak 
about it in the well-known Sermon on the Mount, delivered on the 
northern shores of the Sea of Galilee (Matthew 5-7).  We have 
come to those verses today in the present series of messages. 
 
Like other subjects I could mention, divorce needs to be 
addressed with a good measure of sensitivity.  I have seen 
enough of the pain that divorce causes, and I do not wish to add 
to anyone‟s distress.  My goal in these next sermons is to bring 
help and hope to those who are hurting. 
 
Generally speaking, the Church has had an awkward and 
sometimes inconsistent way of handling this issue.  As a pastor, I 
know the dilemma all too well.  We are forced to make the best of 
what happens, and the sincere pastor is often torn apart in his 
attempt to exercise compassion without compromise.  In one way 
or another, everyone loses in a divorce, and the “finality” of the 
divorce often merely gives birth to a whole new family of 
problems. 
 
Chuck Colson, the radio voice of the daily program BreakPoint, 
comments: “People use the traditional terms marriage and family, 
but the words no longer muster a sense of objective obligation.  
Many Americans no longer treat marriage as a commitment that 
makes objective demands of us, regardless of what we might 
prefer.  Instead, marriage is regarded as a social reconstruction, 
as something one can define according to one‟s own preferences.  
Popular culture echoes this message, as illustrated by a popular 
and widely distributed wedding card that reads, „I can‟t promise 
you forever. But I can promise you today.‟  Equally telling, a 
cartoon in a major magazine depicts a young man saying to his 
girlfriend, „It‟s only marriage I‟m proposing, after all, not a lifetime 
commitment!‟”
